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Technical Tips, Tools and Trivia

Screw Drivers 101

There is a basic difference between wood screws and ma-
chine screws. Wood screws have a tapered slot which
conforms to the tapered screwdriver blade that everyone
is familiar with. Machine screws have a straight slot.
This straight slot requires a straight bladed screwdriver.

If you try to use a tapered driver on a stubborn screw, it
just cams out of the slot, messing it up in the process.
The tapered blade exerts its force along the top edge of
the slot only, virtually guaranteeing that any force at all
will mess up the slot. Only a straight bladed driver will
exert its force along the depth of the slot. These types of
drivers are often advertised as "gunsmith's screwdriv-
ers." The thing to look for is a hollow ground blade. If
you look at the blade in profile, the last 1/8 of an inch or
so has the flat sides parallel to each other.

Most of the removable tip magnetic screwdriver
sets sold today have hollow ground, straight blade in-
serts. The drawback to these sets is the limited blade
selection. Usually, they furnish only two or three tip
sizes. Using the proper shape and size of screwdriver,

you will find that you won't mess up the i | d)\\f
slots the way you used to and you can re- '
move all but the most stubborn screws without damage.
This is especially important when you are putting plated
screws in the A" It's really irritating to ruin a freshly
plated screw head. Most car owners will spend good
money to buy a quality set of wrenches and then turn
around and use any old worn screwdriver they have on
hand at the moment. If you purchase a good set of driv-
ers and refrain from using them to open paint cans and
other destructive operations, they will give you a lifetime

of reliable service. Once you get a good set of screwdriv-
